INTRODUCTION

In March, President Trump unveiled his budget priorities for 2018. Among his priorities? Singling out 21+
Century Community Learning Centers—the only dedicated source of federal funding for afterschool and
summer learning programs—for elimination.

Nearly two million children and families are at risk of losing the programs they rely on. Congress
will decide what happens next—and it's more important than ever before for afterschool supporters like you to
speak out and share why afterschool matters to you, your family, and your community.

TELL YOUR AFTERSCHOOL STORY

Later in this toolkit, you'll find sample social media posts that you can easily copy and paste to show your
support for afterschool. But telling your personal story about the impact an afterschool program has made on
your life is by far the most effective way to capture people’s attention and convince them that
#AfterschoolWorks.

Not sure where to start? We've put together some prompts to help you think about how afterschool has
made a difference in your life.

There are plenty of ways to tell your story. Here are a few ideas.

o Tweet your written story using the hashtag #AfterschoolWorks. Can't fit it all into 140 characters?
Turn it into a thread by replying to your own tweets (you can remove your handle from the beginning
and they'll still be threaded together!).

o Post on Facebook. Create a status with your written story

¢ Create avideo. You don’t need fancy equipment to create awesome video content. Just grab your
smartphone and speak from the heart straight into the camera. Keep it under 60 seconds (the shorter
the better) and post it to Facebook, Twitter, or Instagram.

o Edit short clips together if you can and create a compilation of stories to upload to
YouTube.
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e Write ablog postif you've got a lot to share. No blog? No problem. It's easy to publish a post on
Medium.com, or email info@afterschoolalliance.org to submit your narrative to be considered as a
guest post for the Afterschool Snack. Once it’s been published, share it widely on social media.

college?

e  Where would you send your kids after school if this program wasn’t available?
e Have you noticed any positive changes in your child[ren] since they started attending their afterschool
program?

e Hasyour child’s enrollment in an afterschool program helped you at work? Would your job be
affected if the program was no longer available?

them during the school day? Do those experiences help them do better in school?
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e  What's your favorite memory from your time in your afterschool program?

e Have skills you learned in your afterschool program helped you in your career?

e Did your afterschool program help you on the path to college?

¢ Did you form important relationships (with friends, mentors, teachers, etc.) through your afterschool
program? Are you still in touch with those people?
