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Have You Seen This Poster?

Brilliant and colorful light bulbs decorated by students in afterschool programs are the centerpiece of a poster that educators across the country are using to announce their 2003 Lights On Afterschool! events.  The light bulbs were decorated at previous years’ Lights On Afterschool! events by children of all ages.  Forty thousand light bulbs made of construction paper and bearing children’s designs and messages about the importance of afterschool programs were delivered to Congress and displayed on Capitol Hill earlier this year.  Most of the light bulbs urge lawmakers to “keep the lights on after school.”  Lights On Afterschool! is organized by the Afterschool Alliance.  The JCPenney Afterschool Fund is National Presenting Sponsor.

This year, Lights On Afterschool! events will take place in every corner of the country.  They run the gamut from open houses featuring performances by afterschool students to outdoor community fairs to block parties featuring helicopter demonstrations by National Guard units.  Local event organizers are hanging the posters in schools, supermarkets, community centers, afterschool programs and other venues to invite communities to participate in the 2003 rallies.  Again this year, more than 5,000 sites are expected to hold Lights On Afterschool! events.
